Melted butter, to grease
250g butter, softened
215g (1 cup) caster sugar
1 tsp vanilla essence
3 eggs

450g (3 cups) plain flour
1 tsp baking powder
125ml (1/2 cup) milk
385g (2 1/4 cups) sultanas

1.Preheat oven to 170°C. Brush a 9 x 19cm loaf pan with
melted butter to lightly grease. Line the base and 2
opposite sides with non-stick baking paper.

2.Use an electric beater to beat the butter, sugar and
vanilla essence in a medium bowl until pale and creamy.
Add the eggs, 1 at a time, beating well after each
addition until the mixture is combined.

3.Sift together the flour and baking powder. Fold half the
flour mixture into the butter mixture and stir in half the
milk. Repeat with remaining flour mixture and milk until
well combined. Use a metal spoon to fold in sultanas.

4.Spoon cake mixture into prepared pan and smooth the
surface. Bake in preheated oven for 1 1/2 hours or until a
skewer inserted into the centre comes out clean. Remove
from oven. Set aside in the pan for 5 minutes before
turning onto a wire rack to cool

Bring to the boil and simmer for 25 – 30 minutes, stirring
frequently, until most of the liquid has evaporated and
the mixture is thick.

4.Stir in the bush tomato and pepper berries (add pepper
berries through a sieve) and cook for a further 5
minutes.

5.Spoon into hot, sterilized jars and seal well.
